“(6) REPORTING.—Not later than September
30, 2022, the Secretary shall submit to the Com-
mittee on Energy and Commerce of the House of
Representatives and the Committee on Health, Edu-
cation, Liabor, and Pensions of the Senate a report
on the details of each purchase, lease, or joint ven-
ture entered into under paragraph (3)(K), including
the amount expended by the Secretary on each such
purchase, lease, or joint venture.

“(7) SUNSET.—The authority to make pur-
chases, leases, or joint ventures pursuant to para-
oraph (3)(K) shall cease to be effective on Sep-
tember 30, 2023.”.
